CALL FOR PAPERS

INNOVATIONS is the official journal of the International Society for Minimally Invasive Cardiothoracic Surgery. It will publish papers that are presented at the Society’s meetings and the discussions that follow and invites submissions from other authors.
INNOVATIONS will publish articles about developments that offer to make the treatment of cardiothoracic and vascular disease less invasive than it has been.

Cardiothoracic and vascular clinicians as well as physicians from other specialties and scientists from disciplines other than medicine are invited to submit descriptions of their findings and observations for consideration. The submissions will be reviewed by the Editors or their designated referees.

We are interested in articles about ideas that have a logical and rational scientific basis even though they have not reached the stage of implementation. We will consider preliminary and proof of concept reports.

Some areas of interest from which papers would be welcomed are: 1) endoscopic surgery, 2) imaging, 3) micro-electrical-mechanical systems (MEMS), 4) bio-medical engineering, 5) cardiopulmonary support, 6) robotics, 7) endovascular technology, 8) physiologic monitoring, 9) information technology, and 10) training simulation.
We will consider original scientific reports, editorials, review articles, position papers, consensus statements, therapeutic guidelines, case reports, letters to the editor, how-to-do-it articles, and pictorial essays. 
In addition to the bimonthly paper issue, selected articles will be posted on an internet site soon after editorial review and acceptance for publication. Some articles such as pictorial essays may be published on the internet only.
